The Oshkosh Yacht Club building vas designed by local arch! tect William Waters
aDd, as 8uch, ~ OM of' three Waters' buildings 1n. 'the Washington Avenue His-
toric Di8tr1ct. This example of' the Georgian ReviTal style dom1nate. ita
lakesbore site. The entabulature, complete with .od1 11 1 ons , surrounds the
building .nd pilasters mark the corners. The aain f'acade f'aces the lake end
presents a two-story, columned portico; however, enclosure of' the original
veranda reduces the i.pact of' this elevation. The Oshkosh Yscht Club building
occupies a large' site at the eastern end of' Washinlton AYem2 and, as such, is a
visual landmark 1n the erea. The Oshkosh Yacht Club vas f'or.ed 1n 1969, al-
though o~peti ti ft sailing began in Oshkosh around 1860. The f'ortunes of' tbe
club fluctuated, but in the late 1890's 1nterest began to peak. In 1903, Osh-
kosh was .ade the permanent hO8e ot the ~laDd Lakes Yachting usociation' s
annual Regatta. As the result of' thi. mnor, the clubhouse was built the -.
year. The building was known f'or its opul~ Bnd., tor a tev years, Oshkosh was
a oen'ter tor yachting in the Upper !!idwest. However, interest again declined
at'ter World War I and 'the building W88 sold to 'the City in 1918. The Club
continued to -.t 1n the building and bought it back from the City 1n 1927.
BoweYer, in 1952, econ=1c c1rcuastances forced the Club to .ell it to ita
current ~r , the .erican Legion. The historic significance of' the Oshkosh
Yacht Club extends !r~ it. role aa a regional yachting headquarters and local
social 1ft8ti tution .

The Durler house is me of a ps.ir designed by 'the local archit.ectural firm or
A.uler and Jensen, which was the name given 'the William Vaters firm, following
his death in 1917. Auler and Jensen bull t the Durler muse and its Deighbor at
1103 Washington Aven,. for the partners who owned the Gunz-Durler Candy Company
in Oshkosh. This mme was owned by tiward. Durler, president of the cgmpany.
Both homes were built on land owned by the company in the early 1920's. This
two-s'tory brick home expands ~ a popular design involving a oentral wo-nory
rectangular unit with symme'trically composed facade. In this building, one-
8'tory wings jut 0I.It 'to the east and west. 'l'bis muse is made more distinctive
by the inclusim or blind arches over the first floor f1n1B'tration and rounded
dormers on the tile roof. The resul't 18 . renaissance fiavor rather than the
more popular classical one. The overall composi tion of the home favors 'the
Mediterranean Revival styles popular in the 1910's and 1920's and also compli-
ments 'the de.isn of 1103 Washington Avenue, several lots 'to t.be west.

The Schmidt house is the most ornate example or the four-square Colonial Revival
derivative found. in the District. Other examples are fo\md at 1021 Washington
Avenue (Map Ro. 26), 1213 Washington Avenue. {!lap Ro. 271 and 1231 Merritt Avenue
(Map 10. 81). The Schmidt house was built be~en 1903 and 1905 for C.W.
Scbm1d.t, a teller for the German lational Bank. The ~e exh1biu a h1gh
degree of arch! tectural detailing and ornaaenta'tion which 18 found. to a lesser
extent in other toiles 1n the District of similar design. The basic aspect.s or
'th18 style are a symmetrically oonstructed square home, generally with a porch
across the front and a doraer in the oenter of' the front faoade. The 'two side
elevations are characterized by jerkin-head roof's wi'th a shingled gable end
between tb9 roof' line and the entabulature whicb is also characterized by a
pent-roof'. Generally, 'there are OM or 'two recessed windows in each of' 'these
side gables. The mme mayor may DOt bave a bay ~ ~e or both of' i'ts sides.
In add.! tion to these standard features, 'the Schmidt bO8e bas 'the f'ollowing
fea'tures 01' note. The corners 01' the front facade are angled to project 'the
.ain facade forward am accent i'ts Orn8men'tation. There are ornamental pilast-
ers ~ ei 'ther corner of' the front facade capped by an ionic ~pi 'tal. Similar
pilasters flank 'the cen'tral windows of' 'the tron't faoad.e, providing support 'to
bracke-ts 1Ih1ch, in 'turn, 8I.lppOrt the overhanging roof line. The windows ~ the
second fioor front facade include a formal classical pediaent over 'the center
1I'1ndov wi'tb re'turns and a ooat of' 8%'8S in the en'tabula'ture. The third floor
dormer 18 characterized. by a sepent.al arch \mdernea'th which 18 fo1.md. a series
of nces88d windows fronted by a ballaster 'tied into the doraer ool\Dft supports.
The sepental arch is capped by a spiked keystone. A.ll in all, this provides a
~ine classically oriented faoade composi'tion. The -single change to 'the original
composi'ti~ bas been 'tM enclosure of 'the original porch with louvered aluminum
windows. This detracts significantly from i'ts original desisn.

Theretore, at though all 'the basic components of' 'this design are the same as mle
fiDds at 1027 Wa8h1ngt~ Avenue, 'this home represents a auch simpler c~posi-
'tion. The LaBudde m""e was built by Frank lABudde, who was employed by the
Ce~ lational Bank. As an .%ample or this 1oc&1 interpretation of the
Colonial ReviTal 8t;Jle, 'this 2-1/2 story frame struc'ture features a paladium
